· -Each time you add a new level, your time frame is 1300-1850

· -Each time you add an event, you must summarize its importance AND assign it a PERSIA category.

· Jefferson writes the Declaration of Independence (1776) HINT: think of who/what influenced it. How does it reflect enlightenment thinking?

· Joseph II rules Austria (1780-90)

· Storming of the Bastille (1789)

· King Louis XVI executed by guillotine (1793)

·  Robespierre becomes leader of the Committee of Public Safety (1793)
